History

Arriva Polska and joint venture partner
PCC Rail won a three-year contract to
operate passenger train services in 2007.

Arriva was the first private company to
operate rail services in the country and
became sole owner of Arriva RP (formerly
Arriva PCC) in 2010.

The market

Regional authorities have the option of
awarding bus market contracts by
competitive tendering or direct award. The
market is at an emerging liberalisation
stage. Contracts are gross cost in city
operations, ranging from two to six years.

The passenger rail market is dominated
by companies formed from PKP, the state-
owned railway company. PKP Intercity is a
subsidiary of PKP SA and is the major
inter-regional service provider. Regional
services are mostly provided by PKP PR.
The ownership of PKP PR was transferred
to the regions at the end of 2008.

Regional rail provision has been
devolved to the regions, with short, net cost
contracts ranging from one to three years.

Rail

As Arriva RP, we operate passenger rail
services in the Kujawsko-Pomorskie
Vodivodship (region) in northern Poland.

The three-year rail contract serves some
100 stations. Each year it carries around
three million passengers and operates
some two million kilometres.
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Arriva RP is the first private sector
operated passenger rail contract of its type
in Poland and further develops Arriva’s
reputation for innovation in bringing private
sector expertise to mainland European
transport operations.
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Arriva in Poland
Arriva RP employs around 145 people and
operates 18 train sets.
